21. In between, the orchestra will perform Bach’s Sinfonia in D, BWV 1045. Drew Irvin,
concertmaster of the ASO and the soloist for this Sinfonia, says that it is likely the most difficult
work that Bach wrote for violin and orchestra. This concert is free and there will be a reception
following the performance, so mark your calendars!
